The camp operates at the 280 acre Indian Rock Nature Preserve, part of the Environmental Learning Centers of Connecticut, Inc., 
a private, non-pro•t organization, located on Wolcott Road (Rt. 69) in Bristol.  The preserve’s resources include the pristine 9 acre 
Indian Lake with two swimming areas, a farm, a •eet of canoes & kayaks, miles of forest trails to explore, and many indoor areas for 
program use.  The Orchard House Activity Center provides programs, lunch room, of•ces, •rst aid, and gift/snack shop facilities.  The 
director and full-time staff are environmental education professionals who, along with our summer staff, encourage and facilitate dis-
covery and exploration through hands-on experiences.  Our program sites are located throughout the preserve, for an enhanced small 
group participation.  The camp is licensed by the state of Connecticut.

June 21-25 INDIAN WAYS: Explore the days when only Indian 
footsteps walked the forests of Indian Rock.  Learn about Indian 
culture and customs while visiting our wigwams and Indian 
Rock.  Taste Native American food, make an arrowhead necklace, 
a shield, pottery, and much more.

July 12-16 AMAZING ANIMALS:  Learn about mammals, birds, 
reptiles, amphibians, and insects by visiting with live and mount-
ed animals.  After an exciting hands-on visit, venture into the 
forest, pond, or stream in search of the animal’s natural homes.

Visit a dif-
ferent animal each day and make a craft or product from each 
animal. 

Aug. 9-13 NATURE DETECTIVE: Discover the secrets of our 
natural world by learning how to be a good investigator.  Learn 
about nature, then use clues to •nd hidden daily treasures!

July 19-23  WATER LIFE: Investigate many of the wondrous 
creatures that make the water their home.  Streams, lakes, ponds, 
and swamps will be visited in this search for small and large ani-
mals of the watery world.  Bring your •shing pole the •rst day to 
learn the skills for •shing for Largemouth Bass in Indian Lake.

Aug. 2-6 SCIENCE MAGIC: Discover the magic of science this 
week as you experiment with sounds, light, motions, and colors 
in a natural setting.

July 26-30 SMALL LIFE: Explore the world of small creatures 
from worms,spiders, insects, and other little creatures along with 
interesting little plants.  Discover how they use their senses and 
compare them to yours.

July 5-9 KIDS ROCK: Learn about different kinds of rocks 
and start your own rock collection.  Explore outside to see how 
water, ice, and wind continue to shape the earth.  Discover how 
mountains are formed, make your own volcano erupt and do fun, 
hands-on activities.
